On June 8th, 1972, the day napalm
bombs fell on her village of Trang Bang, Kim was photographed fleeing up
the road, naked, and screaming in pain. Her skin was on fire and she was

In 1996 she founded The Kim Foundation International, a non-
profit organization which partners to fund projects to help child
victims of war.

How will winning the award impact your
research?

I am so humbled to be chosen for this
award by ASLMS. It inspires and motivates
me to work even harder in innovating
energy-based medical systems that can
make a difference in the current standards
of care. | have been so fortunate to have
many wonderful mentors, collaborators,
and colleagues who continue to support
my career as a scientist and provide

stimulating discussion and suggestions
for my research. This accomplishment

represents the collective effort of all of
them.

How did your background lead you to
research and development in minimally
or non-invasive treatments of body fat
and cellulite?

After obtaining my BS and MS in physics,

| started my Ph.D. program in the
biomedical engineering laser laboratory
supervised by Professor AJ. Welch, who is
well-known for his pioneering research in
laser-tissue interaction. My PhD research
focused on investigating thermal effects
of infrared lasers on biological tissues,
specifically on the skin and eye. My
research contributed to the establishment

of the national laser safety standards.
After graduating from the University of
Texas at Austin, | joined Cynosure in 2007,
where there is a very strong R&D and
engineering team that frequently inspires
me with intriguing ideas and provides
constant support for my research.

What are some key developments in this
field?

My research focuses on developing

novel energy-based systems to address
aesthetic and medical needs. As a
research scientist working in the industry,
| have the opportunity to be involved

in many aspects of medical device
development; such as proof-of-concept
studies, clinical trials for FDA clearance,
and engineering development of

commercial products. My work has led to
the introduction of several new products
to the market, such as SculpSure® (a
system for non-invasive body contouring),
Cellulaze® (a system for minimal-invasive
treatment of cellulite) and Smartlipo
MPX®/Triplex®/Precision Tx® (systems
for minimal-invasive body contouring).
